4.3
Overview of supplementary services part

The supplementary services part of the IMS multimedia telephony communication service consists of a number of specified supplementary services. These are fully standardized to ensure interoperability between multiple end points, and between end points and network control entities. The behaviour of supplementary services is similar to supplementary services specified for CS speech (TS 11). Supplementary services uses SIP as enabling protocol. Configuration of supplementary services by the user should:

-
take place over the Ut interface using XCAP as enabling protocol as described in 3GPP TS 24.623 [11]; or

-
use SIP based user configuration as described in 3GPP TS 24.238 [20] ;

NOTE:
Other possibilities for user configuration, such as web-based provisioning or pre-provisioning by the operator are outside the scope of the present document, but are not precluded.
3GPP TS 24.167 [xx] subclause 5.41 provides a mechanism:

- 
to allow the configuration of the supplementary services part of the IMS multimedia telephony communication service and deny the configuration of supplementary services for CS speech;

-
to deny the configuration of the supplementary services part of the IMS multimedia telephony communication service and allow the configuration of supplementary services for CS speech;

-
to allow the configuration of both the supplementary services part of the IMS multimedia telephony communication service and the supplementary services specified for CS speech as follows:

-
to allow configuration of the supplementary services part of the IMS multimedia telephony communication service only when the PS domain is currently in use for voice services;
-
to allow configuration of the supplementary services specified for CS speech only when the CS domain is currently in use for voice services;
3GPP TS 24.167 [xx] subclause 5.42 provides a mechanism:
-
to allow whether configuration of the supplementary services part of the IMS multimedia telephony communication service by the user should take place over the Ut interface using XCAP as enabling protocol as described in 3GPP TS 24.623 [11] or should use SIP based user configuration as described in 3GPP TS 24.238 [20]. This configuration is only taken into consideration when the user is allowed to configure the supplementary services part of the IMS multimedia telephony communication service as specified in 3GPP TS 24.167 [xx] subclause 5.41.
