6.1.3.0
General
The MS's maximum number of active PDP contexts in a PLMN is determined by the lowest of the  maximum number of Network Service Access Point Identifiers (NSAPIs) allowed by the protocol (as specified in subclause 10.5.6.2), the PLMN's maximum number of PDP contexts in Iu or A/Gb mode and the MS's implementation-specific maximum number of PDP contexts.

NOTE:
Subclauses 6.1.3.1.3 and 6.1.3.2.2 specify how the MS determines the PLMN's maximum number of PDP contexts in Iu or A/Gb mode.
The MS requirements upon receipt of a reject message with SM cause value #26 "insufficient resources" and timer T3396 value IE are specified in subclauses 6.1.3.1.3, 6.1.3.2.2, 6.1.3.3.3, 6.1.3.4.2 and 6.1.3.8.2. The requirements if the UE is configured for dual priority are specified in subclause 6.1.3.12.
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
