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INTRODUCTION
CT1 have agreed C1-134484, "Correction when receiving a 380 (Alternative Service) response indicating “emergency” to UE non-detectable IMS emergency call".

PROBLEM 1 & SOLUTION

Annex B.2.2.6 and annex L.2.2.6 contains the following proposed text:

Upon reception of a 380 (Alternative Service) response to an INVITE request as defined in subclause 5.1.3.1, if: 

-
the 380 (Alternate Service) response contains a Contact header field;

-
the value of the Contact header field is a service URN; and
It would be more correct to change "is" into "contains" as a single Contact header field can contain multiple URIs per the ABNF in RFC 3261. It should be noted however that the same RFC it is also stated that each Contact header field can containing multiple URIs can be decomposed in a list of Contact header fields containing each a single URI.
PROBLEM 2 & SOLUTION

Further, annex B.2.2.6 and annex L.2.2.6 contains the following proposed note:

NOTE 3:
In bullet 2), the URN in the Contact header field either contains "no emergency subservice type" as described in 3GPP TS 23.167 [4B] triggering an emergency call or contains an "emergency subservice type that does not map into an emergency service category for the CS domain" as described in 3GPP TS 23.167 [4B] triggering a normal call.

The note does not cover the situation where a dialled digits is not available and where a "dialled number is not available". It would be more correct to change the note as follows:
NOTE 3:
In bullet 2), the URN in the Contact header field either contains "no emergency subservice type" as described in 3GPP TS 23.167 [4B] triggering an emergency call, or contains an "emergency subservice type that does not map into an emergency service category for the CS domain" as described in 3GPP TS 23.167 [4B] triggering a normal call when the dialled digits are available or triggering an emergency call when the dialled digits are not available.
