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Introduction

Communications Diversion Notification (CDIVN) was originally defined by ETSI TISPAN in TISPAN release 2 and is currently specified in 3GPP TS 24.504 and TS 24.604 from Release 8 but requires an event package specified in draft-avasarala-dispatch-comm-div-notification. This draft has not progressed well in IETF and it seems probable that this draft will still be in a sufficiently unstable condition that CDIVN will not be implementable for a significant period of time after all the other release 8 IETF dependencies have progressed to RFC status. 
This contribution discusses what to do to address this issue.

Background
The 00 version of draft-avasarala-dispatch-comm-div-notification was originally submitted to IETF in June 2009 and is now on version 12. Requirements were adopted by 3GPP as part of Common IMS. The Internet Draft  was originally driven by an Editor from Motorola (networks). Affiliation of some of the draft authors has changed several times and currently only two of the original authors remain on the draft; and progress on the draft has been  slow. Ultimately the rapporteur of TS 24.604 took over the editorship of this draft in early 2012 and has submitted four revisions. 
The draft has been controversial in IETF from various aspects; most serious is that key participants in IETF (including the author of RFC 3265/6665 and co-chair of SIPCORE) do not believe that as currently defined the state model meets the requirements of RFC 6665 for event package definitions. Addressing this issue is not a trivial and means the draft needs to have a major re-write, and will not be backward compatible with what is currently defined in TS 24.504 and TS 24.604.
Additionally there are no known implementations of CDIVN or requests from operators for support for it. IR.92 does not require support for CDIVN. Based on this the source company does not intend to devote further effort progressing this draft.

Proposal.

It is clear that draft-avasarala-dispatch-comm-div-notification cannot be progressed to RFC status in a timeframe for the CDIVN feature to remain in release 8 (or really any release earlier than release 11).
The following options are therefore proposed”

1. That CDIVN is removed from Releases 8 through 10 (Requires that another company provides a new editor to progress draft-avasarala-dispatch-comm-div-notification).

2. That CDIVN is removed from Releases 8 through 11 Requires that another company provides a new editor to progress draft-avasarala-dispatch-comm-div-notification).

3. That CDIVN is removed from all releases.
In the absence of another company being prepared to take on the editorship of  draft-avasarala-dispatch-comm-div-notification and devote the resources to completing this we consider that option 3 is the only appropriate way forward. BlackBerry is prepared to bring CRs to a future meeting to remove CDIVN from 3GPP specifications based on the agreement.
