	Reason for change:
	SelectionCriteria node in WLANSP rules includes several WLAN access network attributes, such as PreferredRoamingPartnerList, MinBackhaulThreshold, MaximumBSSLoadValue and RequiredProtoPortTuple. For the WLAN access network matching the SelectionCriteria node, its priority is determined by the priority of the SelectionCriteria node, and should not be determined by only one descendant node of the SelectionCriteria node.

For example, the active WLANSP rule in a UE includes two SelectionCriteria instances as follows:

SelectionCriteria 1

Priority 1

PreferredRoamingPartnerList: partner1.com, priority 1; partner2.com, priority 2

MaximumBSSLoad = 60

SelectionCriteria 2

Priority 2

PreferredRoamingPartnerList: partner3.com, priority 1

MaximumBSSLoad = 70

There are two WLAN access networks around the UE:
WLAN_AN1 is connected to partner1.com and its BSS load is 50. 
WLAN_AN2 is connected to partner2.com and its BSS load is 30.
Both WLAN_AN1 and WLAN_AN2 match SelectionCriteria 1.
From the perspective of PreferredRoamingPartnerList, the priority of WLAN_AN1 is higher than WLAN_AN2. But from the perspective of MaximumBSSLoadValue, the priority of WLAN_AN2 is higher than WLAN_AN1. So the priority of the WLAN access networks should be determined by considering all the attributes included in the SelectionCriteria node, but not just by one single attribute, i.e.,  the priority is determined by the priority of the SelectionCriteria node
PreferRoamingPartnerList is defined in the Hotspot 2.0 (Release 2) Technical Specification, and priority node is one descendant of it. The priority node represents the matching level between WLAN access networks and the PreferRoamingPartnerList node. So it is just one of all the factors to consider when evaluating the SelectionCriteria node.
This CR is to clarify the relationship between the priority of the SelectionCriteria and the priority of PreferredRoamingPartnerList

This node and its descendants are the same as the node PerProviderSubscription/<X+>/Policy/PreferredRoamingPartnerList defined in Hotspot 2.0 (Release 2) Technical Specification [23]. A WLAN access network matches this node if rules associated with PerProviderSubscription/<X+>/Policy/PreferredRoamingPartnerList node of Hotspot 2.0 (Release 2) Technical Specification [23], applied to this node, allows UE to join the WLAN access network.

If PreferredRoamingPartnerList node is not present or the node is present and empty, the UE will not evaluate the node.
Priority node is one descendant of PreferredRoamingPartnerList defined in Hotspot 2.0 (Release 2) Technical Specification [23] and represents the matching level between WLAN access networks and the PreferRoamingPartnerList node. It is just one of all the factors to consider when evaluating the SelectionCriteria node. The prirority of the WLAN access network matching the SelectionCriteria node is determined by the prority node defined in subclause 5.8.6.
