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1. Overall Description:

CT1 has discussed a CR where it is proposed that when a UE already has an existing PDN connection that was established upon a request from the upper layers with EAB override, then – as long as that PDN connection exists – all subsequent requests for network access should use EAB override as well, regardless of whether they are for that same PDN connection or not.
This proposal is on the same principle that when a dual priority mobile has already a PDN connection that was established with NAS signalling priority indicator not set to 'low', then the UE will use the same priority ('normal') for all subsequent requests for network access, regardless whether they are for that same PDN connection or not. (Only in the ESM signalling messages, the UE will indicate the priority level applicable to the individual PDN connection.) (See TS 23.060, subclause 5.3.13.2, item q and r, and subclause 5.3.13.6.)
CT1 would like to highlight that in contrast to stage 2, stage 3 (TS 24.008 and TS 24.301) is describing "NAS signalling priority" and "EAB" consequently as two separate features. E.g. the request to override "NAS signalling low priority" and the request to "override EAB" are described as separate, although with the understanding that currently an application asking for one of them will always also ask for the other.
CT1 could not agree to the CR described above as one company challenged that the requirements on dual priority apply also for EAB override. Thus CT1 asks SA2 to clarify if it is correct or not that when a UE has an existing PDN connection that was established with EAB override, then all subsequent network access requests by that UE continue to apply EAB override as long as the PDN connection that was established with EAB override exists.
2. Actions:

ACTION: 

CT1 kindly request SA2 to provide clear guidance on whether it is correct or not correct that when a UE has an existing PDN connection that was established with EAB override, then all subsequent network access requests by that UE continue to apply EAB override as long as the PDN connection exists.
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
