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1. Overall Description:

Communications Diversion Notification (CDIVN) was originally defined by ETSI TISPAN in TISPAN release 2 and is currently specified in 3GPP TS 24.504 and TS 24.604 from Release 8 but requires an event package specified in draft-avasarala-dispatch-comm-div-notification. This draft has not progressed well in IETF and the view of CT1 is that CDIVN will not be implementable. 
Addressing the concerns from IETF with the current functionality is not trivial and means the draft would need to have a major re-write, and will not be backward compatible with what is currently defined in TS 24.504 and TS 24.604.
Additionally there are no known implementations of CDIVN or identified market demand for this feature and insufficient resources from 3GPP participants to progress this draft further in IETF.

CT1 therefore intend to remove the CDIVN functionality from all 3GPP releases so the 3GPP frozen releases can be stabilised. If there is a need to further progress this feature then a new work item with sufficient supporting companies will be required.
2. Actions: To SA1
SA1 is requested to confirm the removal of Communications Diversion Notification from MMtel and align their specifications if required.
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
