4.3
Joint session with SA5 on Instance ID in Charging Records

There was a joint session with SA5 on Instance ID in Charging Records, which was co-chaired by the CT1 Chairman and Mrs. Maryse Gardella (Alcatel-Lucent), Chair of the sub-WG Charging.

Maryse Gardella reminded that there had been an exchange of LSs.

David Shrader (Ericsson) presented document S5-140314.

Main topic of the discussion was on how a device (not a device type) can be identified uniquely.

Several options were discussed. 

IP address was not seen as appropriate, as it can be altered by an AS.

Another option discussed was the inclusion of the Instance ID in all requests. It was commented that this is not a trivial change and would require an RFC.

The possibility of having a token in the Register was also discussed. This token would then be used to identify the device itself.

It was then proposed to consider an option based on GRUU. The CT1 Chair gave a quick presentation of what GRUU is.

David Shrader clarified that the need is to get something that the operator knows and that is deterministic. 

Discussion about using the IMEI. There were some concerns as people keep on changing equipment, swapping SIM, etc. It was asked whether the use case is about the usage related to a device type (e.g. a plan offering a data volume quota for a smartphone and  another quota for a tablet) or if it was really linked to a device in particular. David Shrader commented that in some countries, there are constraints to be taken into account. It's not just about putting a SIM in a new device.

It was asked if SA5 want to know when hardware change. David Shrader replied that this is a different problem. The problem is really about a device that has been allocated a quota as part of a plan. How can 3GPP specs deal with that?

It was asked if SA5 require to get the device's IMEI. It was commented that there is no direct mapping between the GRUU and IMEI. 

David Shrader pointed out that IMEI is the piece of information that is already used by operators in various operations such as provisionning and charging in the CS domain.

He clarified the rationale of this work and indicated that the idea is that operators want to be able to offer a plan based on IMEI.

There were some comments regarding dummy IMEIs that could cause problems.

There were concerns about using GRUU. In particular, it was commented that it is not a good solution because it hasn't been deployed.

There were concerns about the impact on the UE behaviour.

Discussion about the 3GPP release in which this problem needs to be solved. David Shrader commented that this needs to be done for Rel-12. There were some concerns about having this requirement so late in the Rel-12.

There were some concerns about the fact that this work does not have any corresponding WID. In particular, it was commented that this is not a simple issue and that thus, it should not have been handled as  a TEI12 (or its SA5 Charging equivalent, CH12).

The CT1 Chairman thanked the CT1 and SA5 delegates. He reminded that the work is contribution-driven. He commented that there doesn't seem to be a consensus, although the requirements are now clearer. Interested companies were encouraged to work on CRs.

Abstract: 

Communications Diversion Notification (CDIVN) was originally defined by ETSI TISPAN in TISPAN release 2 and is currently specified in 3GPP TS 24.504 and TS 24.604 from Release 8 but requires an event package specified in draft-avasarala-dispatch-comm-div-notification. This draft has not progressed well in IETF and it seems probable that this draft will still be in a sufficiently unstable condition that CDIVN will not be implementable for a significant period of time after all the other release 8 IETF dependencies have progressed to RFC status. 

This contribution discusses what to do to address this issue.

Abstract: 

Over several CT1 meetings, CRs have been submitted that propose to disable E-UTRA capabilities when a UE in E-UTRAN receives reject cause #15 with a new indication (in Attach procedure, or TAU procedure or Service Request procedure). It has been argued by proponents of these proposed CRs that the UE disabling the E-UTRA capabilities will primarily save battery as the mobile then would not need to perform measurements for cell selection or reselection to E-UTRAN unless or until such time as the conditions for re-enabling E-UTRA capabilities (set out in 24.301) are met. One of these main criteria is when UE needs to do PLMN selection.

Through further examinations and analysis, we consider that such disabling of E-UTRA capabilities whilst saving battery is in fact harmful and fails to meet certain service requirements. Below we set out what we have uncovered.

Abstract: 

In a set of contributions to earlier CT1 meetings [1, 2], two contributions on the CT1 mailing list [5, 6], and during 2 conference calls announced on the CT1 mailing list [3, 4], Intel has explained why we think that the optimization option which allows the network in certain scenarios to convert the Update type from "periodic updating" to "combined RA(TA)/LA updating with IMSI attach" in its current form is not fault-tolerant and should not be used by a network.

As some companies in CT1 do not want to give up the signalling reduction that can be achieved with this feature, in the present paper we are describing a way how to specify and implement the feature in a more robust way, avoiding the known pitfalls of the current option (and hopefully also most of the yet unknown).

In section 2 of the present paper we are briefly repeating what is wrong with the currently specified "p-to-c" conversion feature.

In section 3 we describe a concept how to specify and implement a more robust and fault-tolerant version of this feature.

Finally in section 4 we show that the concept described in section 3 avoids the issues raised in section 2.

Abstract: 

GSM-R (GSM-Railway), a system built on GSM technology for railway communication and applications, is a secure platform for voice and data communication between railway operational staff, including drivers, dispatchers, shunting team members, train engineers, and station controllers. It delivers features such as group calls (VGCS), voice broadcast (VBS), location-based connections, and call pre-emption in case of an emergency. This will support applications such as cargo tracking, video surveillance in trains and at stations, and passenger information services.

Due to above specific purposes for deploying the GSM-R network, the normal users (i.e. users other than railway operational staff) are not allowed to register to the GSM-R network to obtain the normal services. Normally there are two ways for the GSM-R network operator to prevent the normal users from the access:

(1)
The core network  (e.g. MSC or SGSN) of GSM-R network is configured to reject the access request from the normal UEs and provide a reject cause value (e.g. #11 “PLMN not allowed” or #14 “GPRS services not allowed in this PLMN”) based on which the normal UE will not access the GSM-R network for the normal camping when in automatic mode;

(2)
The RAN network (e.g. BSC) of GSM-R network is configured to use access control mechanism to bar the access request from normal UEs (i.e. UEs with Access Class 0-9) by broadcasting the barred Access Classes in the system information.

If going to (1), the radio channel resources (e.g. RACH) has to be contended/allocated per access per UE to transfer the NAS access request messages to the core network even the core network will certainly reject the NAS access request. This will waste the radio resources and may cause RACH storm (i.e. signalling storm at radio interface, e.g. when >1000 normal users in the train trigger the access to the base station of GSM-R network at the same time). As a result, the services reserved for railway operational staffs will be impacted. Therefore to use the method (2) is a more effective way for the GSM-R network operator to prevent the normal users from the access.

This discussion paper tries to provide a typical scenario in which the GSM-R network operator performs the access control to prevent the normal UEs from access and highlight a problem which can be happened in such scenario. Finally a possible solution is proposed for discussion.

Ivo Sedlacek (Ericsson) commented that, as indicated in an LS, SA2 should not start the work. Also there is no normative document agreed in RAN2 yet.

Amer Catovic (Qualcomm) also agreed that it is too early. Many parts of this WID are based on guesses. Gabor Ungvari (NSN) also commented that CT1 should wait for SA2. He raised some concerns about the objective.

Keith Drage (Alcatel-Lucent) commented that agreeing WID is about planning the work. It is not about starting the work itself per se. It would be better to agree the WID now in order not to wait for 3 additional months. He reminded that the freezing date is June.

John-Luc Bakker (BlackBerry) commented that the objectives should reflect more clearly the status in other groups.
Vivek Gupta (Intel) provided some info about the status in SA2.

Ricky Kaura (Samsung) commented that Samsung support the work in RAN2 but they believe that it is too early to agree on a WID in CT1 now.

Jennifer Liu (Alcatel-Lucent) repeated that the reason why Alcatel-Lucent bring this WID is related to work planning. She stressed the time constraints related to the Rel-12 freeze in June. She commented that in general, if WGs need to wait for all information from all groups then it is very difficult to start any WIDs. She commented that modifications are always possible. She indicated that both SA2 and CT1 WIDs are work tasks.

The CT1 Chairman commented that most WI are marked as 100%. He commented that he appreciates that the amount of work needed is not yet known. It is not known yet whether or not Rel-12 would be delayed or not. He commented that he had some sympathy to have a WID to help on the work planning.

Ivo Sedlacek (Ericsson) commented that not even the objectives are defined.
John-Luc Bakker (BlackBerry) commented that there are several solutions and amongst them, only one has CT1 impact. This would need to be documented in the objectives.

Keith Drage (Alcatel-Lucent) commented that there are related RAN plenary decisions. Also, there are several WIDs in this meeting for which the corresponding normative work in SA2 is not 100% defined, such as webRTC. He raised some concerns about this type of comments made against this WID: they could apply to other WIDs too.

Atle Monrad (Ericsson) / CT Chair commented that this needs to be studied on a case by case basis. It is clear that stage 2 is late. Most likely, CT1 will not complete everything in Rel-12 but it would be better to keep June as a target date. He commented that there is no consensus in CT1. Proposal is to have discussion at the plenary level. He encouraged to get as much as poss in this WID, even though it might be difficult to reach agreement in this meeting.

The CT1 Chairman had some sympathy with the proposal to document as much as possible and rephrase the objective to indicate the possible impact on CT1 specifications.

Amer Catovic (Qualcomm) commented that there is no stage 2 work item. This is the first step. Ivo Sedlacek (Ericsson) agreed. Without stage 3, it is not possible to start stage 3. The content of this WID is not known.

Jennifer Liu (Alcatel-Lucent) commented that there had been precedents in Rel-10 without SA2 WID. The feature is in RAN2. Further discussion about the work organization.

Ivo Sedlacek (Ericsson) commented that there is a related discussion paper in C1-140016.
