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1. Overall Description:

In LS (R2-141005/C1-140873),RAN2 stated:

RAN2 asks CT1 to investigate the necessary changes (if any) as part of Release 12 CT1 specification in order to realize the ACB skip mechanism for MMTEL (voice, video) and SMS, and to inform RAN2 about CT1’s preferred solution. 

CT1 agreed the following communication within the UE:

-
in order to realize the ACB skip for mobile originating MMTEL voice access attempts, MMTEL layer (as defined in TS 24.173) will provide an mobile-originating-MMTEL-voice-access-attempted indication of boolean value to RRC layer indicating whether a mobile originating MMTEL voice access is being attempted;

-
in order to realize the ACB skip for mobile originating MMTEL video access attempts, MMTEL layer (as defined in TS 24.173) will provide an mobile-originating-MMTEL-video-access-attempted indication of boolean value to RRC layer indicating whether a mobile originating MMTEL video access is being attempted;

-
in order to realize the ACB skip for mobile originating SMS over IP access attempts, SMSoIP layer (as defined in TS 24.341) will indicate an mobile-originating-SMSoIP-access-attempted indication of boolean value to RRC layer indicating whether a mobile originating SMSoIP access is being attempted.
-
in order to realize the ACB skip for mobile originating SMS over S102 or SMS over SGs, NAS layer (as defined in TS 24.301) will indicate an new "originating SMS" call type when establishing RRC connection.

CT1 expects that RRC layer in the UE does not apply access class barring if:

-
the mobile-originating-MMTEL-voice-access-attempted indication last received by RRC layer has value true and network indicated that skipping of ACB is to be performed for mobile originating MMTEL voice access attempts;
-
the mobile-originating-MMTEL-video-access-attempted indication last received by RRC layer has value true and network indicated that skipping of ACB is to be performed for mobile originating MMTEL video access attempts; or
-
the mobile-originating-SMSoIP-access-attempted indication last received by RRC layer has value true and network indicated that skipping of ACB is to be performed for mobile originating SMS access attempts.

and if access barring for mobile originating calls is already applicable when the condition above evaluate to true, then RRC layer in the UE informs the NAS layer in the UE about barring alleviation for mobile originating calls.
CT1 also expects that RRC layer in the UE does not apply access class barring if the "originating SMS" call type is indicated during RRC connection establishment and network indicated that skipping of ACB is to be performed for mobile originating SMS access attempts.
