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1. Overall Description:

3GPP CT4 would like to thank 3GPP CT1 for their reply LS C1-134632/C4-140009.
CT4 would like to point out:

23.221 states since Rel-8: 

UE acting in a "Voice centric" way would always try to ensure that Voice service is possible. 
If UE initiates an originating call and receives no response (not even a provisional response), then the UE can determine that the P-CSCF is not reachable and the UE is not available for originating and terminating calls. 

24.229 Rel-11, subclause 5.1.2A.1.6 solves the situation by statement:
When the UE is unable to forward an initial request to the P-CSCF, i.e. there is no response to the service request and its retransmissions received by the UE (i.e. the SIP transaction timer B or F expires), the UE shall initiate an initial registration as specified in subclause 5.1.1.2.

However, 24.229 Rel-8, Rel-9 and Rel-10 does not solve this situation which can lead to Rel-8, Rel-9 and Rel-10 UEs not being available for originating and terminating calls until expiration of the registration.
