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1. Introduction
RFC 4244 (An Extension to the Session Initiation Protocol (SIP) for Request History Information) has been obsoleted by RFC 7044. In RFC 7044, a lot of changes were added to IETF RFC 4244. As for the IMS specifications, a core IMS network specification (TS 24.229) and MMTel specifications (TS 24.607 and TS 24.259), NNI specification (TS 29.165), and the interworking specification (TS 29.163) have used the History-Info header field defined in IETF RFC 4244. Therefore, some kind of study on how to adopt the procedures / parameters into the IMS specifications is expected.
As a part of the study, this discussion paper proposes the way forward for updating the specific usage introduced in IMSProtoc3 (Release-9), which are based on draft-ietf-sipcore-rfc4244bis-00.
1.1. Functional changes between RFC 4244 and RFC 7044
The following changes are summarized in RFC 7044 clause 16. In this paper, a new header field parameter indicated in the first bullet is focused.
1. Added header field parameters to capture the specific method by which a target is determined to facilitate processing by users of the History-Info header field entries.  A specific header field parameter is captured for each of the target URIs as the target set is determined (per Section 16.5 of [RFC3261]).  The header field parameter is used in both the History-Info and the Contact header fields.
2. Added a way to indicate a gap in History-Info by adding a nonnegative integer of "0".

3. Rather than recommending that entries be removed in the case of certain values of the Privacy header field, the entries are anonymized.

4. Updated the security section to be equivalent to the security recommendations for other SIP header fields inserted by intermediaries.

5. Removed Appendix B ("Voicemail") since a separate call flow document is being published as a companion to this document.

1.2. AS procedure for delivery of original destination identity in TS 24.229
In order to fulfil the requirement described in TS 22.228 subclause 7.5.1, TS 24.229 subclause 5.7.1.12 specifies the AS procedure to populate the "mp" header field parameter for delivery of original destination identity from release-9 onwards, with the following editor’s note. In the existing 3GPP usage, only the procedure needs RFC 7044 as a reference.

Also, it is mentioned in TS 24.229 of Annex A (table A.4 for UA role and table A.162 for proxy role) that the reference for the corresponding capability is necessary.

2. Discussion

It is expected that CT1 studies on how to adopt the procedures / parameters into the IMS specifications in release-12 with a new work item. However, in order to solve the editor’s note mentioned in clause 2, it is needed to add RFC 7044 as a reference from release-9 onwards into the appropriate specifications.
3. Proposal
It is proposed to add RFC 7044 as a reference from release-9 onwards for the AS procedure related to delivery of original destination identity in the impacted 3GPP specifications, coexisting with RFC 4244 for the other procedures in the same 3GPP specifications.
