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Abstract of the contribution: This document explains the needs of ESM Cause Support Indicator and asks related CRs are treated. 
Identified Issue
Currently, there are several release version devices in the market. The NW must know which causes the devices behave politely with. The purpose of defining the ESM cause support indicator information element is needed to be defined in order to indicate whether the UE behaves as specified in subclause 6.5.1.4 in TS 24.301 when receiving specific ESM causes. The SM cause support indicator information element is also needed for the same reason. For example, as shown in the problem case of cause #66 in Figure 1, cause #66 was agreed in Rel-11 and, therefore, there is a possibility that the devices before Rel-11 won’t behave properly with cause #66.

Proposed Solution
Our solution is UE providing ESM Cause Support Indicator based on which causes are supported by itself, as shown in Figure 2. MME send back a proper cause based on the ESM Cause Support Indicator.
