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	Reason for change:
	In the handling of T3324, the following description is not correct:
‘In A/Gb mode and Iu mode, the MS shall apply the received T3324 value in the RA identified by the RAI contained in the ATTACH ACCEPT or ROUTING AREA UPDATE ACCEPT message, until a new value is received  or a new PLMN is selected.’
Because it missed the case when no T3324 is  received in the ATTACH or RAU accept message.
In the following scenario:

1. A MS sends the ATTACH REQUEST message with T3324 value IE to the network.

2. The network sends the ATTACH ACCEPT message containing T3324 value IE to MS

3. The MS applies the received T3324 value.

4. Later, the MS decides not to use PSM, and send the RAU request message without T3324 value IE to the network.

5. The network sends the RAU ACCEPT message containing T3324 value IE to MS.

The MS does not receive a new value for T3324 from the network, and the MS shall not apply the T3324 value received in the Attach procedure, as the MS has decided not to use PSM.
The received T3324 value should be applied until the initiation of next RAU/attach procedure, there are two cases:
1. A new value is included where the new value is applied, or

2. No value is included where no value will be applied. 
The same reason applies for the T3324 handling in S1 mode.

Handling of timer T3324
The value of timer T3324 can be sent by the network to the MS in:

-
the ATTACH ACCEPT, ROUTING AREA UPDATE ACCEPT messages (in A/Gb mode and Iu mode ); and
-
the ATTACH ACCEPT, TRACKING AREA UPDATE ACCEPT messages (in S1 mode).

In A/Gb mode and Iu mode, the MS shall apply the received T3324 value in the RA identified by the RAI contained in the ATTACH ACCEPT or ROUTING AREA UPDATE ACCEPT message, until the next ROUTING AREA UPDATE procedure or the ATTACH procedure is initiated or a new PLMN is selected. The value of timer T3324 can only be sent by the network if the MS provided T3324 value IE in the ATTACH REQUEST and ROUTING AREA UPDATE REQUEST messages. Timer T3324 is reset and started with its initial value, when the MS goes from PMM-CONNECTED mode to PMM-IDLE mode (in Iu mode) or when the READY timer is stopped or expires (in A/Gb mode). Timer T3324 is stopped when the MS enters PMM-CONNECTED mode or GMM-DEREGISTERED state.

In S1 mode, the MS shall apply the received T3324 value in all tracking areas of the list of tracking areas assigned to the MS, until  the next TRACKING AREA UPDATE procedure or the ATTACH procedure is initiated or a new PLMN is selected. The value of timer T3324 can only be sent by the network if the MS provided T3324 value IE in the ATTACH REQUEST and TRACKING AREA UPDATE REQUEST messages. Timer T3324 is reset and started with its initial value, when the MS goes from EMM-CONNECTED mode to EMM-IDLE mode. Timer T3324 is stopped when the MS enters EMM-CONNECTED mode or EMM-DEREGISTERED state.

If the MS is attached for emergency bearer services, and timer T3324 expires, the MS shall not activate PSM.
In A/Gb mode and Iu mode, when a MS is not attached for emergency bearer services, and timer T3324 expires and the MS is in GMM-REGISTERED.NORMAL-SERVICE state, then the MS can deactivate the AS layer and activate PSM by entering the GMM-REGISTERED.NO-CELL-AVAILABLE state. If the MS is not attached for emergency bearer services, and is in a state other than GMM-REGISTERED.NORMAL-SERVICE state when timer T3324 expires, the MS can activate PSM when the MS returns to GMM-REGISTERED.NORMAL-SERVICE state.
In S1 mode, when a MS is not attached for emergency bearer services, and timer T3324 expires and the MS is in EMM-REGISTERED.NORMAL-SERVICE state, then the MS can deactivate the AS layer and activate PSM by entering the EMM-REGISTERED.NO-CELL-AVAILABLE state. If the MS is not attached for emergency bearer services, and is in a state other than EMM-REGISTERED.NORMAL-SERVICE state when timer T3324 expires, the MS can activate PSM when the MS returns to EMM-REGISTERED.NORMAL-SERVICE state.
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
