If there is at least one WLAN access network that matches one or more groups of selection criteria in the WLANSP rule of the VPLMN, then the UE shall select the active WLANSP rule and the active ISMP/ISRP rule from the valid rules provided by the VPLMN (based on their priority values).

If there is no WLAN access network that matches one or more groups of selection criteria in the WLANSP rule of the VPLMN, then the UE shall select the active WLANSP rule and the active ISMP/ISRP rule from the valid rules provided by the HPLMN. When the UE determines that at least one WLAN access network that matches one or more groups of selection criteria in the WLANSP rule of the VPLMN becomes available, it shall operate as in bullet i) above and may re-select to such WLAN access network.

Use of WLAN Selection Policy
The UE shall use the WLANSP if available in WLAN selection procedures. The UE behaviour on how to use the active WLANSP for WLAN selection is specified in more detail in clause 5.1.3.2. 

If more than one set of WLAN Selection Policy is available in the UE, the UE shall only use one set of WLAN Selection Policies at any one time. If there are no matching access networks according to any WLANSP with a certain priority, the UE may use WLANSP with lower priority.  

In roaming case, the WLAN Selection Policy of the VPLMN takes precedence if requested by the home operator. For example, the WLAN Selection Policy from V-ANDSF of the VPLMN which is present in the Rule selection information specified in TS 24.312 [73], if available, takes precedence over the WLAN Selection Policy from H-ANDSF. In WLAN selection procedures, if there is no WLAN access network that matches one or more groups of selection criteria in the WLANSP rule of the VPLMN, then the UE shall select the active WLANSP rule from the valid rules provided by the HPLMN.
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
