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1. Overall Description:

CT1 thanks CT4 for the incoming LS C1-141856/C4-140270 on Capability indicating the support for P-CSCF restoration. CT1 has discussed the issue and has concluded that all options are possible. In CT1 there were some preference for options B and C.

Option A)
Transfer of P-CSCF restoration capability over existing NAS procedures from the UE to the MME/SGSN.
CT1 comment: This option seems to imply that the SGSN/MME needs to handle a non-NAS capability in NAS and based on that select a NAS procedure. This would break the layering principles.
Option B)
Transfer of P-CSCF restoration capability in a SIP REGISTER from the UE to the P-CSCF and S-CSCF.
CT1 comment:
It is possible to do this using e.g. a feature-capability indicator. This indicator can be specified by CT1. It is a straight-forward action.
Option C)
Transfer of P-CSCF restoration capability to the PGW/GGSN as a new parameter in PCO IE.
CT1 comment:
It should be a feasible solution that PGW/GGSN decides on an action and via GTP triggers the SGSN/MME to initiate a procedure.
