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1. Overall Description:

CT1 thanks CT4 for the incoming LS C1-141858/C4-140715 on Capability indicating the support for P-CSCF restoration. CT1 has discussed the issue and has come to the following conclusion regarding the alternatives described by CT4:
Alternative 1) Inclusion of IMSI in terminating requsts: It is syntactically possible to include a "username" parameter in an Authorization header field to convey an IMSI, but the semantics of the Authorization header field is for authorizing the user, not convey information of a terminating user. Adding contents to a parameter does not require IETF involvement.
Alternative 2) Inclusion of IMSI in a Route header field:  It is unclear how this is done, and it is not clear it is within scope of the Route header field. Adding a specific value to a Route header field does not require IETF involvement. Defining a new SIP URI parameter would require IETF involvement.

Alternative 3) A new or modified error code in SIP response: A new response code needs to be defined in IETF. There is a possibility to e.g. include an XML body into the response in order to provide more precise information, and then base the actions upon that information. An XML body can be defined by CT1, this mechanism is used for emergency calls.
