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1. Overall Description:

Currently when CBC initiates alert request via GSM and UMTS networks, an optional parameter "category" can be included in Write-Replace Request/Indication message to indicate the priority of the alert message. 
Three values are defined for this category parameter (see 23.041 subclause 9.3.7):

-
High Priority:

to be broadcast at the earliest opportunity.

-
Background:

to be broadcast when no CBS messages of category "High Priority" or "Normal" are broadcast. The repetition period defines the minimum broadcast requirement.

-
Normal:


to be broadcast according to the associated repetition period.

If the category is omitted, the default category implied is "Normal" message.
Inclusion of this category parameter enables priority indication so that high priority alerts get preferential treatment and are broadcasted first.  

CT1 has discussed allowing inclusion of the same optional category IE in WRWR message to support priority indication of emergency alerts for delivery via LTE access network as it is desired that same alert message get same priority treatment regardless of specific radio access network type used to deliver the alert messages. 

Before agreeing this change, CT1 would like to know whether there is any reason prohibiting inclusion of this optional Category IE in WRWR message.
In addition, CT1 noticed an old LS between SA2 and RAN3 (S2-090808) and SA2 indicated that this topic was being discussed at that time:

SA2 also discussed the need of 'Number of Successful Broadcast IE' and 'Category IE' but it was not concluded.  SA2 expects more discussion on this specific point in the next meeting.
