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GSMA IREG RILTE has been discussing operator provisioning of IMS Supplementary Services, in particular, and how the network and UE should handle the case where the user attempts to configure an IMS Supplementary Service:
-	that has not been provisioned by the operator in the user's subscription (as identified in the XUI field of the XCAP request); or
-	the settings do not pass operator specific constraints defined for the IMS Supplementary Service. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]After analysis, it appears that there is no full solution. It was noted during analysis that in 3GPP Rel-9, XCAP Service Capability XML was added to the Communication Diversion specification (3GPP TS 24.604) and Communication Barring specification (3GPP TS 24.611), however, such a solution was considered insufficient due to lack of specification of handling at the UE, does not provide for other supplementary services, and does not resolve the problem of settings failing to pass any operator specific constraints defined for the IMS Supplementary Service.
At the recent GSMA IREG RILTE #37 meeting, a solution was agreed in that the UE shall include configuration for only one supplementary service (e.g. for Communication Diversion, one of CFU, CFB, CFNR, CFNRc, CFNL) per XCAP request over Ut. The attached CR to GSMA PRD IR.92 was approved (note: GSMA PRD CRs always use Word's ".docx" format). This change will be available from IR.92 v8.0 (due for publication at the end of March 2014).
It was also agreed in GSMA IREG RILTE #37 to liaise with 3GPP CT1, as owners of the relevant 3GPP TSs relating to XCAP and IMS Supplementary Services.

Actions to CT1:
GSMA IREG RILTE kindly asks 3GPP CT1:
1. To consider a solution for the handling at an XCAP Server when receiving an XCAP request that contains configuration settings for at least one IMS Supplementary Service that:
a. is not provisioned to the subscription identified in the XUI included in the XCAP request; or
b. is provisioned but the provided settings do not pass one or more operator specific constraints defined for the IMS Supplementary Service.
2. To note the insufficient specification of XCAP Service Capability XML from 3GPP Rel-9 as GSMA IREG RILTE have identified, and to take any appropriate steps 3GPP CT1 deem necessary for the affected TSs.
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
