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1. Introduction
This pseudo-CR proposes the usage of an assigned User Port for WLCP.
2. Reason for Change
The TWAG UDP port to be used for WLCP can either be dynamically selected and provided via EAP-AKA' authentication or be well-known.

It is proposed that WLCP uses anassigned User Port. C1-142829 discusses the raisons of using an assigned User Port. those reasonsare summarized as fllows:

An assigned User Port would make network management easier. 

-
An assigned User Port would make roaming agreements between network operators easier.

-
As a general principle, 3GPP protocols use assigned User Ports, e.g. GTP-C uses UDP port number 2123, GTP-U uses UDP port number 2152,...

-
An assigned UDP port number would simplify both the UE and TWAG implementation. For example, on the UE side, UDP port number management between the cellular modem, the application processor and the Wi-Fi modem would be simplified if the UDP port for WLCP could be set aside a-priori.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.244 v1.2.0.
