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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank SA1 for their LS R2-144085/ S1-143630.

RAN2 reviewed CR S1-143628 and noted that it allows Public Safety ProSe-enabled UEs to operate as out-of-coverage in three causes of entering Limited Service state. RAN2 agreed that the UE using UE preconfigured resource must not cause interference to a cell even if the UE considers the cell as an acceptable cell (hence limited service state). From RAN2’s point of view, the use of UE preconfigured resource shall be limited to the case where the UE is out-of-coverage from “radio” perspective on the frequency where ProSe communication is performed.

RAN2 therefore made the following agreement previously.

· If the UE detects a cell on the radio frequency which the UE is configured to use for ProSe Direct Communication, then the UE shall no longer use the ProSe resources preconfigured for that radio frequency. If the RAN does not provide the UE with ProSe resources in SIB or dedicated signalling, the UE stops ProSe Direct Communication in order not to cause interference to the existing network”.

RAN2 would like to inform that RAN2 has agreed on a scenario in which, the UE is camped on a cell which belongs to commercial NW in a radio frequency (say F1, for which the UE then has an acceptable cell) and it can also perform ProSe Direct communication in another radio frequency (say F2, preconfigured in UE), if the UE is out-of-coverage from “radio” perspective in preconfigured frequency (F2). In this scenario there is no issue in using preconfigured resources in the UE in the limited service state. 


RAN2 assumes that:

· For REL-12 a UE will be preconfigured (in UE) with only one radio frequency (i.e. F2) per operating region.

· Upper layer checks if use of preconfigured radio frequency is valid in an operating region. 

2. Actions:

To SA1 Group:

ACTION: RAN2 respectfully asks SA1 to clarify the requirement in CR S1-143628 with respect to the scenario described above. 

To SA2 Group:

ACTION: RAN2 respectfully asks SA2 to align to the assumption of RAN2 that the upper layer checks if the use of preconfigured radio frequency is valid in an operating region. 
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
