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IREG RILTE was in RILTE 41 discussing the session setup with preconditions. IREG RILTE is aware, that when an originating UE sends the initial INVITE indicating that resources are not reserved, according to the current 3GPP TS 24.229, the UE must include the SDP attribute “a=inactive”. IREG RILTE was considering the impact of this in different scenarios.
If the originating network or an interconnected network removes the precondition SDP lines due to the operator preference, or the terminating UE sends a 18x response without SDP (because it is a non-IMS UE not supporting 100rel or it does not have a reason to send 18x with SDP), IREG RILTE is seeing the following problems: 
1) Early media is not possible, because the media is set to inactive.
2) The SDP answer in 200 OK must also be inactive, a second round of SDP offer/answer is needed after 200 OK (INVITE) to set the media to sendrecv, this likely leads to media clipping.
The understanding of IREG RILTE is, that if the initial INVITE does not contain the “a=inactive” attribute, the above-listed problems do not exist. 
Actions required
ACTION to 3GPP CT1: GSMA IREG RILTE kindly requests 3GPP CT1 to consider the above problems caused by “a=inactive” attribute in the initial INVITE and to provide a solution.
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
