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1. Background

WLAN network selection feature based on ANDSF specified in 24.302 has replaced the I-WLAN network selection feature. Furthermore, in SP-140397, TSG SA #64 decided that I-WLAN feature will no longer be supported and the associated specifications will not be maintained. Finally, CT4 has agreed to withdraw 29.234 so I-WLAN is not a deployable feature in Rel.12. In light of this, and in order to avoid multiple sources of confusion, it is preferable to withdraw the 24.234 specification in Rel.12. 

2. Relevance of 24.234 with respect to other features and specifications
2.1. Relevance to active features

24.234 does not contain any subject matter relevant to active features handled by CT1. The format of the generic container used as ANQP payload relevant to WLAN network selection has been moved to 24.302. 
2.1. References to 24.234 in active CT1 specs

24.302 has one reference to 24.234 describing the deprecation of I-WLAN. This reference could optionally be updated to point to Rel.11.
24.229 has references to 24.234 in Annex D (IMS via I-WLAN). There is already a statement in the header of Annex D that I-WLAN has been deprecated hence nothing needs to be done in 24.229. In light of the CT4 decision, it would be preferable to remove I-WLAN as IP-CN from 24.229.
Conclusion: nothing needs to be done in other CT1 specifications upon withdrawal of 24.234. Optionally, a CR to 24.302 could be agreed to set the version of the reference in 24.302 to Rel.11 and a CR to 24.229 could be agreed to remove I-WLAN as an IP-CAN option.
2.2 References to 24.234 in other 3GPP specs

There is a reference in 33.234 section 6.1.1.1 to 24.234 in view of selecting appropriate UE identity for EAP AKA procedure for I-WLAN. Selecting of UE identity for WLAN authentication for the WLAN network selection feature is described in 24.302. Furthermore, the reference in 33.234 is not tagged by specific release, so upon removal it will point to the last valid version in Rel.11. 

Conclusion: nothing needs to be done in other 3GPP specifications upon withdrawal of 24.234. As a courtesy, CT1 could send an LS to SA3 informing them of the withdrawal of 24.234 in Rel.12.

2.3 References to 24.234 in the specs of other SDOs

The only relevant aspect of 24.234 to external specs is the generic container for ANQP payload in Annex A. CT1 already sent an LS to IEEE informing them that the generic container has been moved to 24.302 to be taken into consideration in the future releases. The reference in IEEE802.11-2012 and earlier releases is not tagged by specific release, so upon withdrawal of 24.234 it will refer to the last available version in Rel.11. Therefore, there is a need to add a pointer in the Rel.11 version of 24.234 to the new format of the generic container in 24.302. The same applies to other external references to 24.234. 
Conclusion: Adding a pointer in the Rel.11 version of 24.234 to the new format of the generic container in 24.302 will take care of the external references to 24.234.
3. Proposal
It is proposed to agree on performing the following steps:

· Withdrawal of 24.234 in Release 12

· CR to the Rel.11 version of 24.234 to add a pointer to the generic container in 24.302 (C1-144472)
· CR to 24.302 to change the reference to 24.234 to the Rel.11 version (C1-144473)
· CR to 24.229 to remove I-WLAN as a valid IP-CAN option in Rel.12 (C1-14xxxx)

· LS to SA3 to inform them about the withdrawal of 24.234 in light of the references in 33.234 (LS C1-144470)
