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1. Overall Description:

During the discussion under the scope of SCM_LTE-CT, CT1 overlooked the ACB skip mechanism for low priority UEs and dual priority UEs.

After further discussion, CT1 agreed that the ACB skip can be applied to the low priority UEs and dual priority UEs as well as per SA1 requirement. When a low priority UE or dual priority UE is requested to initiate an MO MMTEL voice call, MO MMTEL video call, MO SMSoIP, MO SMS over NAS or MO SMS over S102, the corresponding call type (i.e. "originating MMTEL voice", "originating MMTEL video", "originating SMSoIP", and "originating SMS") will be provided to the AS layer to enable ACB skip.
Furthermore, CT1 noticed that for the low priority UE, currently, whatever the MO services initiated by the upper layers, the RRC establishment cause will always be set to "Delay tolerant". Hence, the eNodeB may likely reject the RRC connection request due to congestion control with an Extended Wait Time to the AS, even though the RRC connection request can be sent out via skipping ACB check. As a result, the initiated MO MMTEL voice/video, and/or SMS services were blocked as well.
Hence, CT1 further agreed to set the RRC establishment cause to "MO signalling" or "MO data" when a low priority UE is requested to initiate an MO MMTEL voice call, MO MMTEL video call, MO SMSoIP, MO SMS over NAS or MO SMS over S102.
Now, CT1 would like to inform RAN2 about above agreement on ACB skip for low priority UEs and dual priority UEs. Also, CT1 kindly asks RAN2 to evaluate possible RAN2 impact and provide the feedback, if any.
