Problem statement

During the Sorrento meeting it was discussed how to interpret the setting of the Expires header in 3rd party REGISTER requests. Related to this issue we have the question whether the registration is in the context of per user, or per registered contact.

For the UE, there are deregistration procedures depending on whether the UE wishes to register a single contact or registration flow, several contacts or registration flows or all contacts. For the setting of the Expires header the text in 5.1.1.6.1 is 

"e)
a registration expiration interval value set to the value of zero, appropriate to the deregistration requirements of the user;".
The second part of the sentence indicates that the registration state of the user is important.

For the AS, there is guidance in subclause 5.7.1.1: "The AS may support the REGISTER method in order to discover the registration status of the user". Again, the registration status of the user seems indicated..
The S-CSCF is required according to subclause 5.4.1.7 bullet f) to always set the Expires header field to "0" when the user deregisters.

It seems the S-CSCF text is not aligned with the AS text and the UE text..
