1. Overall Description:

3GPP CT1 has received an LS on VoLTE Roaming Charging from GSMA NG RAG. GSMA pointed out, that for the GSMA S8HR roaming model it would be desirable to get visited network information at S-CSCF and TAS during registration for charging purposes.


For the S8HR roaming model the P-CSCF is located in the HPLMN and the P-Visited-Network-ID header field can be provisioned with the visited network identity, if it’s possible to identify the visited network based on IP connectivity. The TAS is regardless of the used roaming model not included in the SIP signalling flow during registration.

3GPP CT1 likes to point out, that during registration a P-Asserted-Network-Info header containing the visited network identity is provided by the UE. In future it could be beneficial to derive a network provided P-Asserted-Network-Info header containing the visited network identity from information available at PCRF and/or HSS.
