	Reason for change:
	Missing ProSe direct discovery monitoring range as required by TS 22.278:

1) The ProSe Discovery process shall enable authorised applications to request and to use a certain range class when discovering other ProSe-enabled UEs.

2) The ProSe Discovery process shall enable authorised applications to request and to use a certain range class when the ProSe-enabled UE is being discovered by other ProSe-enabled UEs.

To fullfull these requirements, SA2 concludes that the announcing UE retrieves from the lower layers the actual transmit power used and maps this value into a transmit power category. If the monitoring UE detects a match, it extracts from the announced message the transmit power category and retrieves from the lower layers the received power and calculates proximity estimation.
Therefore its required for the monitoring UE to know the transmitting range of the announcing UE.
