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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to thank SA1 for their reply LS on ACDC requirements.

CT1 has noticed a conflict between two of the requirements agreed in CR S1-151621 regarding handling of uncategorised applications:

Requirement #1:

“Applications on a UE that are not assigned to any ACDC category shall be treated by the UE as part of the lowest ACDC category configured in the UE”.
Requirement #2

“If the serving network broadcasts more ACDC categories than the UE's configuration, the UE (…) shall bar uncategorised applications using the barring information for the lowest category broadcast by the serving network”.

In the case of for instance a UE configured with 4 ACDC categories in a serving network that broadcasts 5 ACDC categories, per Requirement #1 above, the UE shall bar uncategorised applications using the barring information for ACDC category 4 (lowest configured in the UE), but per Requirement #2 above the UE shall bar uncategorised applications using the barring information for ACDC category 5 (lowest broadcast by the serving network).
