if the MS is no longer in the coverage of the selected PLMN, then the MS shall either:

perform ProSe direct communication procedures for UE to use provisioned radio resources as specified in 3GPP TS 24.334 [51]; or

return to the stored duplicate PLMN selection mode and use the stored duplicate value of RPLMN for further action.

Whether the MS performs A2) or B2) above is left up to MS implementation.
During the discussion, the concludion included
· The case of ‘the MS is no longer in the coverage of the selected PLMN’ can divdes into two cases as follows,

· the case the MS is outside of E-UTRAN coverage (OOC) and
· the case the MS is within E-UTRAN coverage but not served by any E-UTRAN cell
· Both cases should be covered.  
· The highlited latter case covers the case the MS performing ProSe direct communication becomes no longer in the coverage of registered PLMN but in the coverage of another PLMN.

According to A2) of bullet vi) in C1-151736, the UE shall perform the ProSe direct communication procedures for the UE to use provisioned radio resources as specified in the section 10.2.3 of 3GPP TS 24.334.
Then, the issue was raised that 
· In the section 10.2.3 of 3GPP TS 24.334, there is no counterpart for A2) to cover the case the MS is within E-UTRAN coverage but not served by any E-UTRAN cell 
· There are only two cases to allow the UE performing procedures to use provisioned raiod resources in the section 10.2.3 as follows,
10.2.3
Procedure for UE to use provisioned radio resources
When the UE is not served by E-UTRAN or when the UE intends to use radio resources for ProSe other than those operated by the serving E-UTRAN cell, the UE shall select the radio parameters to be used for ProSe direct communication as follows:
Then, there was the opinion that ‘Not served by E-UTRAN’ covers the case the MS is within E-UTRAN coverage but not served by any E-UTRAN cell
However, meaning of ‘Not served by E-UTRAN’ is uncleaer in TS 24.334. In the section 10.2.1 of TS 24.334, it is specified as ‘Not served by E-UTRAN’ covers only the case the MS is outside of E-UTRAN coverage (OOC) as follows,

10.2.1
General

One-to-many ProSe direct communication is applicable only to ProSe-enabled Public Safety UEs. One-to-many ProSe direct communication can only apply when the UE is:
served by E-UTRAN and authorised for ProSe direct communication in the registered PLMN;

served by E-UTRAN, intending to use provisioned radio resources and authorised for ProSe direct communication;

outside of E-UTRAN coverage and authorised for ProSe direct communication when "not served by E-UTRAN"; or
