Scope

This document defines a Mission Critical Push-To-Talk (MCPTT) Management Object (MO). The management object is compatible with OMA Device Management protocol specifications, version 1.2 and upwards, and is defined using the OMA DM Device Description Framework as described in the Enabler Release Definition OMA-ERELD _DM-V1_2 [2].

Mission critical communication services are services that require preferential handling compared to normal telecommunication services, e.g. in support of police or fire brigade.

The MCPTT service can be used for public safety applications and also for general commercial applications (e.g., utility companies and railways).

The MCPTT MO consists of relevant parameters that can be managed for the MCPTT system. 

The MCPTT MO defines a repository of data into the ME.
