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1. Introduction

This paper presents ANDSF MO enhancement to support ePDG selection for emergency services.  

2. Discussion
Based on C1-152608, ANDSF MO for the ePDG configuration by home operator can be organized as shown below. Note that there can be multiple IP address for one FQDN, also the HPLMN may have more than one ePDGs configurable.

In order to support static configuration of ePDG for emergency services, one of the home ePDGs that has been configured in Home_ePDG_Identifier needs to support emergency services and there needs to be a way for the operator to configure such additional emergency service support information.

Therefore ePDG selection configuration needs to support reuse of home ePDG Information with additional indication on support for emergency service.  

Figure 2b below shows the enhanced ANDSF MO model to support such emergency services support indication. It is based on the ANDSF MO model presented in C1-152608 Figure 2:

With such enhancement, ePDG selection for emergency session can be specified as follows (as part of the ePDG selection procedure in subclause 7.2.1):
When performing ePDG selection for establishing emergency session over WLAN access to EPC, the UE shall behave as follows:

if Home ePDG identifier is provisioned in ePDG selection information and an ePDG that supports emergency bearer services can be found in the list of pre-configured ePDGs, the UE shall select this ePDG and proceed with the IPsec tunnel establishment towards this ePDG as specified in subclause 4.5.4a.2 of 3GPP TS 23.402 [6];

otherwise the UE shall proceed with ePDG selection for emergency bearer services by following the general ePDG selection procedure using emergency FQDN as defined in 3GPP TS 23.003 [3] and subclause 4.5.4a.3 of 3GPP TS 23.402 [6].

3. Conclusion

It is proposed to discuss above ANDSF MO enhancement for supporting ePDG selection of emergency services, and if agreeable, to include/merge such proposal as part of ePDG selection procedure enhancement provided under CR C1-152516.
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
