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1. Overall Description:

CT1 thanks RAN5 for its LS about consequences for not testing presence of IM CN SS flag.
CT1 has considered the question and is of the opinion that it does not matter in which message the UE provide the IM CN subsystem signalling flag.

CT1 also observe that in the corresponding 24.008 test case in TS 34.229-1, Annex C.17, it does not matter whether the IM CN subsystem signalling flag is provided or not.
Generally, the ability of the UE to send IMS signaling messages via the respective EPS bearer is not affected by the presence or absence of the IM CN subsystem signalling flag, so the check for presence or absence of the flag is not essential for the test purpose.
