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1. Overall Description:

CT1 thanks GSMA NG RILTE for the LS on handover policy for a terminal reaches the handover collision between from PS to CS and from LTE to WiFi at the same time. CT1 would like to provide the following feedback:

Q1: Is the terminal required to support the above-described handling of a handover collision if supporting both abilities of proceeding the handover to CS and proceeding the handover to WiFi?

CT1 Answer to Q1: CT1 agreed that the handover collision cases do exist and the procedures for the UE on handling handover collision are described in 3GPP TS 24.237, subclause 12.2.4.3.

Q2: Is it possible for the network to instruct the terminal with which handover to proceed? Is there any related terminal configuration or signalling during the handover?

CT1 Answer to Q2, Q3 and Q4: 3GPP CT1 has not defined relevant MOs or signaling indication, so currently it’s up to the terminal implementation on which handover to proceed with. 3GPP CT1 thinks that this discussion involves stage 2 aspects and that SA2 would be a more appropriate stage for it.

ACTION: 	CT1 kindly asks GSMA NG RILTE to take the above answers into account.

To 3GPP TSG SA WG2
ACTION: 	CT1 kindly asks 3GPP TSG SA WG2 to evaluate the problem and to provide guidance on possible solutions.
