Extended idle mode DRX cycle

The UE may request the use of extended idle mode DRX cycle during an attach request or tracking area update request by including extended DRX parameters IE (see 3GPP TS 23.682 [11A] and 3GPP TS 23.401 [10]). The UE shall not request the use of extended idle mode DRX cycle during a tracking area updating procedure when the UE has a PDN connection established for emergency bearer services.
The network accepts the request to use the extended idle mode DRX cycle by providing extended DRX parameters IE when accepting the attach request or the tracking area update request. The UE shall repeat the request for the use of extended idle mode DRX cycle in each tracking area update request. The UE may use extended idle mode DRX cycle only if the network accepted the request to use the extended idle mode DRX cycle during the last successful attach or tracking area updating procedure. 
If the network did not accept the request to use the extened idle mode DRX cycle, the UE shall still use the UE specific DRX parameters. If the network accepted the request to use the extended idle mode DRX cycle, the UE shall not use the UE specific DRX parameters and shall use the extended idle mode DRX parameters instead.
