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1. Overall Description:

CT1 identified that there are scenarios where a UE is configured with the ePDG selection information containing PLMN X, the UE authenticates with PLMN X via untrusted WLAN access point and the UE selects ePDG of PLMN Y.
EXAMPLE
If a UE is not attached via 3GPP access and the UE authenticated with a PLMN X via untrusted WLAN access point and PLMN X is present in the ePDG selection information (see subclause 4.5.4.3 of TS 23.402), then:

-
the UE selects an ePDG in the HPLMN.
POTENTIAL PROBLEMS:
By not routing the traffic via PLMN-x ePDG the following may become a concern:

-
the national regulator of PLMN-x requires that traffic from inbound roamers is routed via an ePDG in the regulator's country and the traffic is not actually routed via an ePDG in thr country;
-
PLMN-x has business reasons for requiring that traffic from inbound roamers is routed via its ePDG and the traffic is not actually routed via the VPLMN's ePDG; or

-
the UE's HPLMN may also not expect to receive traffic from PLMN-x while the traffic doesn't use PLMN-x's ePDG. This may lead to unexpected charges.
2. Actions:

To S2 group.

ACTION: 
CT1 would like to ask SA2 if they agree that the UE not selecting PLMN-x's ePDG while the UE has been configured to select PLMN-x's ePDG is a problem.
ACTION: 
If SA2 agree this as a problem, whether solution for such scenarios is considered to be in scope of stage-3.
