6.3.9.1
General

The CSC-3 part of the MCPTT group de-affiliation procedure contains three sub-procedures:

a) The deletion of the MCPTT user instance from the list of users affiliated to the group; and
b) The deletion of the MCPTT group from the list of groups the user instance has affiliated to; and
c) If this MCPTT user instance is the last user instance affiliated to the MCPTT group in the MCPTT server, the un-subscription of the MCPTT server to the modification of the group document in the group management server.
Editor's note: Step b) depends on whether the group management server supports this list or if another reference point is used.

Editor's note: this contains description on CSC-3 part of the de-affiliation procedure - see 3GPP TS 23.179 v0.2.0 subclause 5.2.5 and subclause 10.4.4. If CSC-3 part of the de-affiliation procedure is a regular MCPTT group update trigged by MCPTT server and details on the update are described elsewhere, then section 6.3.9 can be removed or voided.
