3GPP TS 23.179 [4] defines that the SIP-1 reference point between the MCPTT UE and the SIP core shall use the 3GPP Gm reference point (with necessary enhancements to support MCPTT requirements and profiled to meet the minimum requirements for support of MCPTT).
3GPP TS 24.229 [2] and 3GPP TS 24.301 [3] contain several options or alternatives for the UE and network on the Gm reference point in order to obtain IMS services. In order to ensure interoperability it is necessary to define recommendations that if adhered to by both UE and network will ensure that the MCPTT UE can obtain access to the MCPTT service.

The present document makes recommendations for the P-CSCF and S-CSCF entities defined in 3GPP TS 23.228 [5], however if the SIP core for MCPTT does not internally comply with the architecture of 3GPP TS 23.228 [5] these recommendations apply generically to whatever SIP core entity provides the equivalent functionality to the P-CCSF and S-CSCF.
