Only the <ss:originating-identity-presentation-restriction> for User data is defined in TS 24.607. The Operator data is defined in TS 29.364 where the identity presentation mode is also defined.

In the Ut interface standard TS 24.623, it is also not mentioned which part of the smiservs document the user (via the UE) can access or modify (i.e not the operator data).
In TS 24.607, in order to fully describe the service and its end-to-end implementation, subclause 4.5 does not distinguish which feature comes from the operator configuration or the user configuration wherease subclause 4.10 is only for the user configuration (ie. The User defined data).

 This CR proposes to add few indications to avoid any misunderstanding on the OIR configuration. 

Following subclause 4.10.1, the default behaviour for the temporary mode is an optional element and in subclause 4.10.2, it is porposed a default value set to "presentation restricted" (to be used when the <default-behaviour> element is not configured). This CR also proposes to add this indication in Table 1 of subclause 4.3.1.2 

	
	

	Summary of change:
	In subclause 4.3.1.2, this CR adds an indication in table 1 of which mode (permanent or temporary) is allowed for configuration by the user or for the operator only.  
In Table 1, it is also added the default value for the temporary mode. 
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	Misinterpretation by UE or AS of the service configuration rules in particular over Ut interface may lead to unauthorised service modification.

The OIR service, temporary mode, may be provided on a subscription basis or may be generally available.

The OIR service, permanent mode, shall be provided on a subscription basis.

As a network option, the OIR service can be offered with several subscription options. A network providing the OIR service shall support temporary mode at a minimum. Subscription options are summarized in table 1.
