CSC-3 part of MCPTT group affiliation procedure

6.3.8.1
General


Editor's note: it is FFS whether procedures between the Partner's MCPTT Server and the Partner's Group Management Server as in 3GPP TS 23.179 v0.2.0 subclause 10.4.3.2 are the same as between the MCPTT operator's own MCPTT Server and MCPTT operator's own Group Management Server as in 3GPP TS 23.179 v0.2.0 subclause 10.4.2, or whether an additional procedure needs to be defined.
This subclause describes the procedures at the MCPTT server and GMS for group affiliation.
6.3.8.2
MCPTT server procedures

In order to affiliate an MCPTT user to one or more MCPTT group(s), the MCPTT server shall follow the procedures below:

1)
if the group affiliation document for any of the required MCPTT groups that the MCPTT client wishes to affiliate with is not cached on the MCPTT server, then the MCPTT server shall subscribe to the group affiliation document for each of the identified MCPTT group(s) and wait to be notified with the group affiliation documents, as specified in subclause 6.3.10.
2)
for each of the MCPTT group(s) that the MCPTT client wishes to affiliate with, if the group affiliation document for an identified MCPTT group contains a "uri" attribute of an <entry> element that matches the MCPTT user ID, and an <affiliated> element is absent for this <entry>, then the MCPTT server shall insert an <affiliated> element into the group affiliation document and shall send the XML document to the GMS according to the procedures specified in OMA OMA-TS-XDM_Core-V2_1 [2] "Create or Replace a Document".

3)
if the group affiliation document(s) for all of the MCPTT group(s) that the MCPTT client wishes to affiliate to do not contain a "uri" attribute of an <entry> element that matches the MCPTT user ID, then the MCPTT server shall follow the procedures as specified in 3GPP TS 24.379 [5].
4)
if the group affiliation document for one or more of the MCPTT groups that the MCPTT client wishes to affiliate does not contain an "uri" attribute of an <entry> element that matches the MCPTT user ID, but there is at least one MCPTT group which does contain a "uri" attribute of an <entry> element that matches the MCPTT user ID, then the MCPTT server shall report those MCPTT groups that the MCPTT client did not affiliate to as specified in 3GPP TS 24.379 [5].
On receipt of a SIP NOTIFY request with an "application/xcap-diff+xml" body containing the changes in a subscribed group affiliation document, as specified in OMA OMA-TS-XDM_Core-V2_1 [2] "Subscriptions to Changes in XDM Resources", if the MCPTT server identifies that there were one or more MCPTT groups that the MCPTT user was unable to affiliate to, then the MCPTT server shall follow the procedures as specified in 3GPP TS 24.379 [5].
6.3.8.3
Group management server procedures

A GMS shall support receiving an XML document of the application usage specified in subclause 7.x.1 according to procedures specified in OMA OMA-TS-XDM_Core-V2_1 [2] "PUT Handling".

For each of the group affiliation documents, if the update of the group affiliation document is successful, then the GMS shall send a SIP NOTIFY request with an "application/xcap-diff+xml" body containing changes in the subscribed document as specified in OMA OMA-TS-XDM_Core-V2_1 [2] "Subscriptions to Changes in XDM Resources".
6.3.9
CSC-3 part of MCPTT group de-affiliation procedure

6.3.9.1
General


This subclause describes the procedures at the MCPTT server and GMS for group de-affiliation.

6.3.9.2
MCPTT server procedures

In order to de-affiliate an MCPTT user to one or more MCPTT group(s), the MCPTT server shall follow the procedures below:

1)
if the group affiliation document for any of the required MCPTT groups that the MCPTT client wishes to de-affiliate with is not cached on the MCPTT server, then the MCPTT server shall subscribe to the group affiliation document for each of the identified MCPTT group(s) and wait to be notified with the group affiliation documents, as specified in subclause 6.3.10.

2)
for each of the MCPTT group(s) that the MCPTT client wishes to de-affiliate with, if the group affiliation document for an identified MCPTT group contains a "uri" attribute of an <entry> element that matches the MCPTT user ID, and an <affiliated> element is present for this <entry>, then the MCPTT server shall remove the <affiliated> element from the group affiliation document and shall send the XML document to the GMS according to the procedures specified in OMA OMA-TS-XDM_Core-V2_1 [2] "Create or Replace a Document".

On receipt of a SIP NOTIFY request with an "application/xcap-diff+xml" body containing the changes in a subscribed group affiliation document, as specified in OMA OMA-TS-XDM_Core-V2_1 [2] "Subscriptions to Changes in XDM Resources", if the MCPTT server identifies that there were one or more MCPTT groups that the MCPTT user was unable to de-affiliate to, then the MCPTT server shall follow the procedures as specified in 3GPP TS 24.379 [5].
6.3.9.3
Group management server procedures
A GMS shall support receiving an XML document of the application usage specified in subclause 7.x.1 according to procedures specified in OMA OMA-TS-XDM_Core-V2_1 [2] "PUT Handling".

For each of the group affiliation documents, if the update of the group affiliation document is successful, then the GMS shall send a SIP NOTIFY request with an "application/xcap-diff+xml" body containing changes in the subscribed document as specified in OMA OMA-TS-XDM_Core-V2_1 [2] "Subscriptions to Changes in XDM Resources".
