Overall description
CT1 thanks the LS from CT4 about the definition of mapping table between GTP and WLCP/Diameter. CT1 has reviewed the agreed CT4 CRs, and agreed that the user authentication failed and PDN connection does not exist indication are needed to notify the UE in MCM and SCM procedures, by using WLCP (MCM, from TWAN to the UE) or EAP message (SCM, from 3GPP AAA Server to the UE).  Therefore the cause#29: user authentication failed and cause#54: PDN connection does not exist are defined in Rel12/13 TS24.244 and TS24.302.
Regarding the collision with network initiated request, for the Rel13 MCM, CT1 has studied the PDN disconnection procedures and the PDN modification procedures. When sending the PDN MODIFICATION REJECT message to the UE, CT1 think the existing “cause #31: request rejected, unspecified” can be used to match collision with network initiated request in the collision of a UE requested PDN connectivity modification procedure and a TWAG requested PDN disconnection procedure. Additionally, CT1 also defined the following abnormal case for collision to avoid errors happened in the UE side.
c)
Collision of a UE requested PDN connectivity modification procedure and a TWAG requested PDN disconnection procedure.


When the UE receives a PDN DISCONNECT REQUEST message during the PDN connectivity modification procedure, and the PDN connection ID indicated in the PDN DISCONNECT REQUEST message is the PDN connection ID the UE indicated in the UE requested PDN connectivity modification procedure, then the UE shall abort the UE requested PDN connectivity modification procedure and proceed with the PDN disconnection procedure.

For the Rel12 MCM and Rel12/13 SCM, only PDN connectivity establishment procedure and PDN disconnection procedure are defined in CT1, there is no collision happened in both procedures.
