CSC-3 part of MCPTT group affiliation procedure

6.3.8.1
General


This procedure describes the CSC-3 part of the affiliation procedure as specified in 3GPP TS 23.179 [4]. 
6.3.8.2
MCPTT server procedures
In order to affiliate a user to a group, the MCPTT server shall perform the following procedures:

1)
if the group document is not cached on the MCPTT server, the MCPTT server shall subscribe to the MCPTT group document by following the procedures specified in subclause 6.3.6.2.3 and wait to be notified;
2)
if the group affiliation document is not cached on the MCPTT server, the MCPTT server shall subscribe to the MCPTT group affiliation document by sending a SIP SUBSCRIBE request to the group management server according to procedures specified in OMA OMA-TS-XDM_Core-V2_1 [2] "Subscribing to Changes in the XDM Resources". In the SUBSCRIBE request, the MCPTT server:
a)
if direct subscription is used, shall set the Request URI to a SIP URI containing:

i)
the XUI part of the XCAP URI pointing to the MCPTT group affiliation document; and

ii)
an "auid" parameter set to " org.3gpp.mcptt.affiliation org"; and

b)
if subscription via a subscription proxy is used, shall set the Request URI to the SIP-URI of the subscription proxy.

NOTE:
The body of the SIP SUBSCRIBE request contains a list of XCAP URIs pointing to the resources(s) that the MCPTT server subscribes to.
3)
if the MCPTT server receives a SIP 404 (Not Found) when attempting to subscribe to the group affiliation document, and upon successfully validating the group policy as described in 3GPP TS 24,379 [5], the MCPTT server shall:

a)
create an XML document of application usage specified in subclause 7.x.1 containing an <entry> element for the user to be affiliated to the group; and 
b)
shall send the send the XML document to the group management server according to procedures specified in OMA OMA-TS-XDM_Core-V2_1 [2] "Create or Replace a Document".
4)
if the group affiliation document is already cached on the MCPTT server or upon receipt of the group affiliation document from the group management server, an <entry> element is not already present for the user to be affiliated to the group in the group affiliation document, and upon successfully validating the group policy as described in 3GPP TS 24,379 [5], the MCPTT server shall:
a)
update the local copy of the group affiliation document by adding an <entry> element for the user to be affiliated to the group; and 
b)
shall send the XML document to the group management server according to procedures specified in OMA OMA-TS-XDM_Core-V2_1 [2] "Create or Replace a Document".
6.3.8.3
Group management server procedures
A GMS shall support handling a SIP SUBSCRIBE request from an MCPTT server according to procedures specified in OMA OMA-TS-XDM_Core-V2_1 [2] "Subscriptions to Changes in XDM Resources".
A GMS shall support receiving an XML document of the application usage specified in subclause 7.x.1 according to procedures specified in OMA OMA-TS-XDM_Core-V2_1 [2] "PUT Handling".
6.3.9
CSC-3 part of MCPTT group de-affiliation procedure

6.3.9.1
General


6.3.9.2
MCPTT server procedures

In order to de-affiliate a user from a group, the MCPTT server shall perform the following procedures:

1)
if the group document is not cached on the MCPTT server, the MCPTT server shall subscribe to the MCPTT group document by following the procedures specified in subclause 6.3.6.2.3 and wait to be notified;
2)
if the group affiliation document is not cached on the MCPTT server, the MCPTT server shall subscribe to the MCPTT group affiliation document by by sending a SIP SUBSCRIBE request to the group management server according to procedures specified in OMA OMA-TS-XDM_Core-V2_1 [2] "Subscribing to Changes in the XDM Resources". In the SUBSCRIBE request, the MCPTT server
a)
if direct subscription is used, shall set the Request URI to a SIP URI containing:

i)
the XUI part of the XCAP URI pointing to the MCPTT group affiliation document; and

ii)
an "auid" parameter set to " org.3gpp.mcptt.affiliation org"; and

b)
if subscription via a subscription proxy is used, shall set the Request URI to the SIP-URI of the subscription proxy.

NOTE:
The body of the SIP SUBSCRIBE request contains a list of XCAP URIs pointing to the resources(s) that the MCPTT server subscribes to.

3)
if the group affiliation document is already cached on the MCPTT server or upon receipt of the group affiliation document from the group management server; and

a)
an <entry> element is present for the user to be de-affiliated from the group in the group affiliation document;
b)
<entry> elements exist for other users in the group; and

c)
upon successfully validating the group policy as described in 3GPP TS 24,379 [5], the MCPTT server shall:
i)
update the local copy of the group affiliation document by deleting the <entry> element for the user to be affiliated to the group; and 
ii)
shall send the XML document to the group management server according to procedures specified in OMA OMA-TS-XDM_Core-V2_1 [2] "Create or Replace a Document"; and
4)
if the group affiliation document is already cached on the MCPTT server or upon receipt of the group affiliation document from the group management server; and

a)
an <entry> element is present for the user to be de-affiliated from the group in the group affiliation document;

b)
there are no other <entry> elements that exist in the group affiliation docunment; and

c)
upon successfully validating the group policy as described in 3GPP TS 24,379 [5], then the MCPTT server shall:

i)
send a HTTP DELETE request with the Request URI that references the document to be deleted to the group management server according to procedures specified in OMA OMA-TS-XDM_Core-V2_1 [2] "Delete a Document"; and

ii)
delete the local copy of the group affiliation document. 
6.3.9.3
Group management server procedures
A GMS shall support receiving an XML document of the application usage specified in subclause 7.x.1 according to procedures specified in OMA OMA-TS-XDM_Core-V2_1 [2] "PUT Handling".
A GMS shall support handling a HTTP DELETE request from GMC according to procedures specified in OMA OMA-TS-XDM_Core-V2_1 [2] "DELETE Handling".
