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	Reason for change:
	Whith the LS (S1-154268), GSMA (RILTE) asked to SA1 to consider the issue and determine whether any modifications are needed to any of their specifications to provide further clarification on the provision of call progress indications to the UE and whether the IMS Network is required to mimic CS behaviour or not. 

This question was raised because there is an ambiguity on the UE behavior:

· to know if the UE should render an indication/tone to the user when none is received from the network, 
· to know if it is recommended to re-use the same signal indications as already used in CS or not.

SA1 added the following text in TS 22.173 (S1-160503):

"When no network announcement or tone is provided to the subscriber and communication progress indication to the UE comes from network during a session, the UE shall generate the supervisory tones as indicated in Annex A.2, as applicable for the home operator network."

Then, SA1 sent the LS C1-161154 asking CT1 to add in the appropriate specifications the reference to TS 22.001 for call progress indications when provided by the UE.
This CR proposes to include in this stage 3 specification the reference to TS 24.628 specification describing common communication procedures for supplementary services and in particular, mechanisms by which the UE can receive announcements from the network in a new subclause (5.x).

	· Added reference to TS.24.628 where procedures for the network to provide announcement to the UE are described.

· A new section 5.x is proposed to be added to refer to 24.628 for call progress indication procedures.
