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	Reason for change:
	There are VoLTE capable UEs which always initiate the PDN Connectivity Request for establishing an IMS PDN and the SIP registration in order to get VoLTE service as far as possible and does not support any other IMS services(e.g., RCS, SMS over IP) or utilize them in roaming scenario. However, if visited network does not support VoLTE or does not have a VoLTE roaming agreement with home operator, unintended packet fee may be charged because such UEs attempt to send packet of SIP signalling despite visited network cannot provide VoLTE services and any other IMS services is not available.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	It is proposed to introduce a new leaf indicating whether the UE can request to activate the PDN connection for SIP signalling if the IMS VoPS indicator is indicated as “IMS voice over PS session in S1 mode not supported”. If this leaf indicates value “1”, the UE does not request to activate PDN connection for SIP signalling if the IMS VoPS is indicated as “IMS voice over PS session in S1 mode not supported”.

The same logic is also applied to IMS over Iu or A/Gb mode.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	The VoLTE capable UE initiates the PDN Connectivity Request for establishing an IMS PDN and the SIP registration even if the UE does not use any other IMS services and camps on the visited network which does not support VoLTE or does not have a VoLTE roaming agreement with home operator. This UE behaviour may provide users with unintended packet charge.
