Overall description
CT1 decided NOT to store the affiliation status of the members of an MCPTT group on the Group Management Server (GMS) because:
-
CT1 did not identify any GMS usage of the information; and

-
information about affiliated members of an MCPTT group is more dynamic than other informations stored in the GMS.

However, it was recently identified that TS 33.179 states: "An encapsulated GMK and GUK-ID is sent to affiliated users by the GMS within a notification message (step 4 within clause 10.6.3 of 3GPP TS 23.179 [2])". 
This implies that the GMS needs to be aware of the affiliation status of the members of an MCPTT group.

Actions
To SA3
ACTION-1: 
3GPP CT1 would like to ask 3GPP SA3 whether providing GMK and GUK-ID also to not-affiliated members of an MCPTT group causes any security issues.
ACTION-2: 
If the answer to question in ACTION-1 is "No", 3GPP CT1 would like to ask 3GPP SA3 to update TS 33.179 accordingly.
