Overall description
While specifying the expected behaviour of the UE in eCall only mode under the CT aspects of evolution to and interworking with eCall in IMS Work Item, CT1 could not come to a conclusion on whether a UE in eCall only mode is allowed to initiate a non-eCall IMS emergency call (e.g. an IMS emergency call for "police" type of emergency service), in case such UE is equipped with an MMI and the user happens to dial an emergency call:

· According to the definition of eCall only mode in TS 23.401 subclause 3.1, only eCall over IMS and calls to a non-emergency MSISDN or URI for test and/or terminal reconfiguration service are allowed in eCall only mode:
eCall Only Mode: A UE configuration option that allows the UE to attach at EPS and register in IMS to perform only eCall Over IMS, and an IMS call to a non-emergency MSISDN or URI for test and/or terminal reconfiguration services. For a short period following either such call, an incoming call (e.g. callback from a PSAP or HPLMN operator) or other incoming session (e.g. for USIM reconfiguration) is possible. At other times when the UE is configured in this mode, the UE is required to refrain from any signaling to a network. Use of eCall Only Mode is configured in the USIM for the UE.

· However per TS 22.101 subclause 10.7, the UE in eCall only mode seems allowed to originate an “emergency call” without any restriction to eCall type of emergency call:
UEs designed to be able to perform transfer data during emergency calls and configured to only perform emergency calls with transfer of data (eCall only mode) shall comply with the following additional requirements:

· The UE shall not perform mobility management procedures, including registration on a PLMN, except when attempting to initiate and during an emergency call, or to initiate a test or reconfiguration of the terminal upon request from the user.
