During CT1 discussion on the stage-3 WID on "CT Aspects of Robust Call Setup for VoLTE subscriber in LTE", CT1 identified:

-
SA approved WID SP-160312 on "Robust Call Setup for VoLTE subscriber in LTE" does not have ME impact; and
-
SA2 agreed CR S2-163906 contains a normative UE requirement:

The P-CSCF sends a response to UE and the UE may trigger the establishment of voice call on the CS domain as defined in TS 24.229 [26] clause L.5 and sends a Cancel message to SCC AS to release the mobile originating session."
which is described in stage-3 specification only informatively:

NOTE 2:
If the UE has sent an INVITE request including voice codecs, receives a 500 (Server Internal Error) response to this INVITE request containing no Retry-After header field, this response contains a P-Asserted-Identity header field with a value equal to the value of the last entry of the Path header field value received during registration and the UE is attached to both PS and CS domains, the UE can attempt the voice call via the CS domain, e.g. by initiating a service request for CS fallback (see 3GPP TS 24.301 [8J]).
