The presence of this field indicates if idle mode extended DRX is allowed in the cell. The UE shall stop using extended DRX in idle mode if eDRX-Allowed is not present.
On the other hand, it is specified in CT1 spec that the UE shall initiate TAU procedure if the UE needs to stop the use of eDRX(see TS24.301 section 5.5.3.2.2. case u) and 5.5.3.3.2 case w)). So, the UE is required to send TAU Request if the RRC layer receives SIB1 without eDRX-Allowed to stop the use of eDRX. Additionally, if the RRC layer receives SIB1 without eDRX-Allowed, the UE shall not request the use of eDRX.

Though RRC-NAS interface in the UE is needed, there is no description in CT1 spec that whether eDRX is allowed or not is indicated by the lower layer.
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	It is specified that the UE shall stop the use of eDRX if “eDRX is not allowed” is indicated by the lower layer. Additionally, it is also described that the UE can request the use of eDRX only if “eDRX is allowed” is indicated by the lower layer.

Extended idle-mode DRX cycle

The UE may request the use of extended idle-mode DRX cycle (eDRX) during an attach or tracking area updating procedure by including the extended DRX parameters IE (see 3GPP TS 23.682 [11A] and 3GPP TS 23.401 [10]). The UE shall not request the use of eDRX during:

-
an attach for emergency bearer services procedure;
-
a tracking area updating procedure for the UE attached for emergency bearer services; or

-
“eDRX not allowed” is indicated by the lower layer.
The UE and the network may negotiate eDRX parameters during a tracking area updating procedure when the UE has a PDN connection for emergency bearer services.
The network accepts the request to use the eDRX by providing the extended DRX parameters IE when accepting the attach or the tracking area updating procedure. The UE shall use eDRX only if
· the network has provided the extended DRX parameters IE during the last attach or tracking area updating procedure;
· the UE does not have a PDN connection for emergency bearer services; and
· “eDRX allowed” is indicated by the lower layer.
If the network did not accept the request to use eDRX, or if the UE has a PDN connection for emergency bearer services, the UE and the network shall use the stored UE specific DRX cycle, if any, instead of eDRX.

NOTE:
If the UE wants to keep using eDRX, the UE includes the extended DRX parameters IE in each attach or tracking area updating procedure.

While the UE has a PDN connection for emergency bearer services established, the UE shall not use eDRX. If the network has provided the extended DRX parameters IE during the last attach or tracking area updating procedure, upon successful completion of the PDN disconnect procedure of the PDN connetion for emergency bearer services or EPS bearer context deactivation procedure of the EPS bearer context for emergency, the UE and the network shall resume eDRX. If the UE or the network locally releases the PDN connection for emergency bearer service, the UE or the network shall not use eDRX until the UE receives eDRX parameters during a tracking area updating procedure with EPS bearer context synchronization or upon successful completion of a service request procedure.
If “eDRX not allowed” is indicated by the lower layer while eDRX is used, the UE shall stop the use of eDRX.
