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	Reason for change:
	In recent SA#72 meeting, CR S2-163097 (CR#0294r3) on determine of Emergency number for call over WLAN has been approved. Existing emergency number list from 3GPP side is reused for non-3gpp emergency call over WLAN when available, as long as the UE is in the same country when the list of number was received from PLMN:

If a UE has received a list of emergency numbers from the last registered PLMN via mobility management procedures as described in TS 24.301 [33] and TS 24.008 [13] when connected to the PLMN using UTRAN or E-UTRAN radio access network, the UE shall use this list to determine if the dialled digits correspond to an emergency call as long as the UE has determined that the list is valid (i.e., UE has determined that it is in the same country when the list of number was received from PLMN). 

The Local Emergency Numbers List may be provided by the visiting network to the UE at successful registration and subsequent registration updates, the list is then stored by the UE and will be replaced on each receipt of the Emergency Number List during subsequent registration or update.

Currently 24.301 states that the Local Emergency Numbers List is deleted at switch off and removal of the USIM, but this deletion is not necessary. Any way the list could not be used unless UE has determined that it is in the same country when the list of number was received from PLMN per 24.301:

The emergency number(s) received in the Emergency Number List IE are valid only in networks in the same country as the cell on which this IE is received. If no Local Emergency Numbers List is contained in the ATTACH ACCEPT or in the TRACKING AREA UPDATE ACCEPT message, then the stored Local Emergency Numbers List in the user equipment shall be kept, except if the user equipment has successfully registered to a PLMN in a country different from that of the PLMN that sent the list.
so usage condition already guarantees that the list won’t be mis-used. Keeping the list during switch off or USIM removal allows the chance for the UE to use the list in case of  emergency call via WLAN and the UE is still in the same country where the emergency number list was received.

Handling of the Local Emergency Numbers List

The Local Emergency Numbers List contains additional emergency numbers used by the serving network. The list can be downloaded by the network to the UE at successful registration and subsequent registration updates. There is only one Local Emergency Numbers List in the UE, and it can be updated with EMM procedures if the UE is in S1 mode and with GMM and MM procedures if the UE is in A/Gb or Iu mode.

The UE shall use the stored Local Emergency Numbers List received from the network in addition to the emergency numbers stored on the USIM or user equipment to detect that the number dialled is an emergency number.

NOTE 1:
The user equipment may use the emergency numbers list to assist the end user in determining whether the dialled number is intended for an emergency service or for another destination, e.g. a local directory service. The possible interactions with the end user are implementation specific.

The network may send a Local Emergency Numbers List in the ATTACH ACCEPT or in the TRACKING AREA UPDATE ACCEPT messages, by including the Emergency Number List IE. The user equipment shall store the Local Emergency Numbers List, as provided by the network. The Local Emergency Numbers List stored in the user equipment shall be replaced on each receipt of the Emergency Number List IE.

The emergency number(s) received in the Emergency Number List IE are valid only in networks in the same country as the cell on which this IE is received. If no Local Emergency Numbers List is contained in the ATTACH ACCEPT or in the TRACKING AREA UPDATE ACCEPT message, then the stored Local Emergency Numbers List in the user equipment shall be kept, except if the user equipment has successfully registered to a PLMN in a country different from that of the PLMN that sent the list.
The Local Emergency Numbers List may be deleted at switch off and removal of the USIM. The user equipment shall be able to store up to ten local emergency numbers received from the network.

NOTE 2:
Keeping the Local Emergency Numbers List enables the UE to detect emergency number for call over WLAN in case the UE is still in the same country.
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
