If the SIP INVITE request is an implicit floor request also for pre-arranged group call is FFS. At the moment the procedures in this specification assumes that pre-arranged group call is an implicit floor request. In stage 2 Private Calls use implicit request for floor.

In section 6.2.1 needs to be resolved.
Item 1 in this section stetes that

The SIP INVITE request sent by the application and signalling plane:

1.
shall be regarded an implicit floor request if a private call or a pre-arranged group call is initiated; 

On the other hand item 2 excludes the chat group call absolutly from the rule stated in item 1.

2.
shall not be regarded as an implicit floor request if a chat group call is initiated or in case of a rejoin to an already on-going group call.
A SIP INVITE sent by a chat group call originator may include parameters implying floor request. In this case the SIP INVITE request sent by this originator should also be regarded as floor request.Therefore, the pCR suggest the inclusing of the chat group call in item 1practically by removing the mentioning of other call types. Hence the mentioning of the chat group call should me removed from item 2.
2. Summary of Change
The Editor's Note is removed.

The conditioning on private and pre-arranged group call is removed from item 1.

The fact of implicit floor request negotiation is explicitly mentioned in item 1.

The mentioning of chat group is removed from item 2.

Incomplete and wrong specification.

Floor participant procedures at MCPTT session initialization

Based on the negotiations during the call establishment specified in 3GPP TS 24.379 [2], a new instance of the 'Floor participant state transition diagram for basic operation', as specified in subclause 6.2.4, shall be created for this call.

The SIP INVITE request sent by the application and signalling plane:

1.
shall be regarded an implicit floor request if implicit floor request is negotiated; and

2.
shall not be regarded as an implicit floor request in case of a rejoin to an already on-going group call.


NOTE:
The floor participant can negotiate the use of prioritization of the Floor Request message. In that case, the floor participant can request permission to send media at a priority level that is either the same as or lower than the highest priority that was permitted to the participant in the MCPTT call initialization. If a floor participant is authorized for pre-emptive priority in the MCPTT call it is good practise to always request permission to send RTP media packets at a priority level that is lower than pre-emptive priority unless the user explicitly requests to pre-empt the current RTP media packets sender.
