Overall description
CT1 thanks RAN2 for the LSs in R2-161945. CT1 has discussed the issue with the idle mode behaviour of NB-IoT terminals and possible impacts on NB-IoT terminal implementations on search for higher priority PLMN. CT1 agree that the currently implementable maximum time of 8h time (as specified in TS 23.122) has to be significantly increased beyond 8h (e.g. 10days) to extend the battery lifetime of NB-IoT terminals.
This can be achieved by defining a new mapping of the in T value stored in SIM/USIM to a new extended time range for terminals using NB-IoT access. Additionally if no T value is stored in the SIM, the default time used by the NB-IoT terminal has to be increased.
