	As per described in the related procedural text, in the following cases, the UE needs to initiate a PDU session modification procedure by including a 5GSM cause IE in the PDU SESSION MODIFICATION REQUEST message:
(1) In sub 6.3.2.4, for errors on the the QoS rule and the QoS flow description, e.g. under " a)	Semantic errors in QoS operations ":
“	In case 4, the UE shall initiate a PDU session release procedure by sending a PDU SESSION RELEASE REQUEST message with 5GSM cause #83 "semantic error in the QoS operation".
…
	In case 6, if the QoS rule is the default QoS rule, the UE shall initiate a PDU session release procedure by sending a PDU SESSION RELEASE REQUEST message with 5GSM cause #83 "semantic error in the QoS operation"."

(2) In sub 6.4.1.3, for errors on the authorized QoS rules and the authorized QoS flow descriptions, e.g. under " a)	Semantic errors in QoS operations ":
“	Otherwise for all the cases above, the UE shall initiate a PDU session release procedure by sending a PDU SESSION RELEASE REQUEST message with 5GSM cause #83 "semantic error in the QoS operation"."

(3) In sub 6.4.1.3:
“If the number of the authorized QoS rules, the number of the packet filters, or the number of the authorized QoS flow descriptions associated with the PDU session have reached the maximum number supported by the UE upon receipt of a PDU SESSION ESTABLISHMENT ACCEPT message, then the UE may initiate the PDU session release procedure by sending a PDU SESSION RELEASE REQUEST message with 5GSM cause #26 "insufficient resources"."

Note that in above case (2), for cases 2), 3), 5) which are not related to the default QoS rule.
However, in sub "6.4.3.2	UE-requested PDU session release procedure initiation ", it just has below text which only covers “due to errors in QoS operations or packet filters for the default QoS rule” as described in sub 6.4.1.3, while above case (1) and (3) are not covered yet.
"If the UE is releasing the PDU session due to errors in QoS operations or packet filters for the default QoS rule, the UE shall include the 5GSM cause IE in the PDU SESSION RELEASE REQUEST message as described in subclauses 6.4.1.3."

Similarly, in sub 8.3.12.2 about the condition to include the 5GSM cause in the PDU SESSION RELEASE REQUEST message, it lists the specific reasons but not all reasons in procedural text has been covered. It would be better to provide a genernal text for IE condition in the message coding.

"8.3.12.2	5GSM cause
This IE is included in the message when the UE releases the PDU session due to semantic or syntactical errors in QoS operations, or due to semantic or syntactical errors in packet filters."

	
	

	Summary of change:
	It proposes to cover all required cases for including the 5GSM cause IE in the PDU SESSION RELEASE REQUEST message in the procedural text and to provide a general condition to include this IE in the message coding.

In order to initiate the UE-requested PDU session release procedure, the UE shall create a PDU SESSION RELEASE REQUEST message.
The UE may set the 5GSM cause IE of the PDU SESSION RELEASE REQUEST message to indicate the reason for releasing the PDU session.
The 5GSM cause IE typically indicates one of the following 5GSM cause values:
#36	regular deactivation;
#41	Semantic error in the TFT operation;
#42	Syntactical error in the TFT operation;
#44	Semantic errors in packet filter(s);
#45	Syntactical error in packet filter(s).
The UE shall allocate a PTI value currently not used and shall set the PTI IE of the PDU SESSION RELEASE REQUEST message to the allocated PTI value.
The UE shall transport the PDU SESSION RELEASE REQUEST message and the PDU session ID, using the NAS transport procedure as specified in subclause 5.4.5, and the UE shall start timer T3582 (see example in figure 6.4.3.2.1).
If the UE is releasing the PDU session due to:
a)	 errors in QoS operations or packet filters for the default QoS rule, ; or
b)	the number of the authorized QoS rules, the number of the packet filters, or the number of the authorized QoS flow descriptions associated with the PDU session have reached the maximum number supported by the UE,
the UE shall include the 5GSM cause IE in the PDU SESSION RELEASE REQUEST message as described in subclauses 6.3.2.4 and 6.4.1.3.
